Corporate philanthropy is a part of corporate social responsibility and is a cross cut between
philanthropy and corporate social responsibility.

Corporate Social Responsibility

It is a broadly understood concept of company management, which
“‘keeps the balance between social and economic objectives” that
aims at setting the highest life standards, along with protection of
company profitability, for people inside the company and outside of
it“. Corporate social responsibility means that companies/enterprises
behave in an ethical manner, respect the laws, employees, clients,
consumers, partners and suppliers.

The objective of this prestigious award is to publish the

this way the FIDES award shows a model that can be followed by the business world.

The organization of giving the award and the ceremony itself is an ideal opportunity to promote
a sincere partnership and cooperation between the business sector, civic initiatives and non-
governmental organization and to publicly demonstrate Corporate Social Responsibility, a notion
that is not very well known here.
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FIDES Categories

FIDES award for the national level shall be granted to the company which systematically and care-
fully supports activities and projects of common interest. This is a company that possesses an ex-
isting strategy for investing for a common good. Philanthropic orientation of a company may serve
as a successful and inspiring model for strategic investments in the community, an approach which
is embodied in the most important projects that a company has supported during the year.

FIDES award for contributing to a local community where the company operates shall be grant-
ed to the company that is marked for its help in solving the problems or addressing needs of
community, city, or region that a company operates. Besides others, the company is informed
on the importance of small initiatives and development of marginalised local groups, in which
case, the company tries to help and reactivate such groups. This award is granted in order
to encourage and direct others to invest and return investments, exactly in the location they
are based and they operate.

FIDES award for media contribution shall be granted to the media group or journalist, whose
articles or performance has contributed specifically towards improving and developing a philan-
thropic culture and charity in Kosovo. Understanding the importance of media presence in the
society, this award shall encourage journalists to address this issue and actively promote it.
